In The Prophet, Kahil Gibran speaks poetically of love. He says
“even as love crowns you so shall he crucify you. Even as he is
for your growth so is he for your pruning...Like sheaves of corn he
gathers you unto himself. He threshes you to make you naked. He
sifts you to free you from your husks. He grinds you to whiteness.
He kneads you until you are pliant; and then he assigns you to his
sacred fire, that you may become sacred bread for God’s sacred
feast.”
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Most young lovers don’t have a clue about the truth of love as
described above. Gibran advises that if you would seek only love’s
peace and love’s pleasure, then it is best that you leave love’s
threshing floor. Many seek only love’s peace and pleasure, and
think love is about fulfilling their own needs. But as the poem so
powerfully articulates, love is truly a transformative process that is
often painful and always challenging and demanding.

Saturday we had our Marriage Prep Workshop. | don’t think the
participants were thinking that the life they are choosing will both
crown and crucify them; that it will prune them, thresh and grind
them until they are pliant and ready to enter the fire that will
ultimately transform them into sacred bread fit for God to eat. As all
married couples know — love is challenging in ways impossible to
imagine on your wedding day. It is only with the grace of God that
we can love another person with a self-sacrificing love like the love

Jesus demonstrated for us.
